DAY BY DAY ITINERARY

May 2 - Depart Chicago
Evening departure from Chicago on Lufthansa German Airlines to Munich. Dinner and Breakfast will be served on

board.

May 3 - Munich/Venice
Morning arrival in Munich, where you continue by a connecting flight to Venice. You will be met and transferred to

your hotel in Venice Mestre. The remainder of the day is at your leisure. Dinner is included this evening.

May 4 - Venice
